Dear Editors, 

More Memories 

The marvellous memories of Mrs Doris Qsborn prompt me to join in the 

history discussion on Swaffham Prior (or ‘Great Swaffham’ which is the 

village’s more correct title). 

Until recently, I believed that my great uncle, Charles Yorke Woollard 

(1877 - 1932), was my family’s first link with the village. He lived at 

Anglesey House and had the tenancies of Cadenham and Adventurers’ 

Farms, as well as Upper and Lower Heath Farms at Great Wilbraham. He 

purchased the Manor House (so-called, but again incorrectly) and Farm and 

was succeeded there by his son, my late cousin, Charles Westgarth Lorraine 

Woollard (1914 - 1983), who continued to farm Cadenham and Adventurers’ 

Farm, but not, so far as I am aware, the farms at Great Wilbraham. The 

reduced acreage occupied and the general farming depression of the 1930s 

may have been another reason for Tom Nash’s regretted redundancy. 

But I have lately had a lot of fun from family history research, which 

shows that a much earlier occupier of the Manor House and Farm, when it 

was called Shadwortb Farm and belonged to Queens’ College, Cambridge, 

was Matthew Witt (1765 - 1824), who married (in 1795 at Fen Ditton) my 

great, great, great, great aunt, Sarah Woollard (1767 - 1851). Matthew Witt’s 

earliest traced lease of Shadwortb Farm dates from Michaelmas 1809, but he 

was appointed ‘game keeper’ to the Manor of Shadwortb by Queens’ 

College in 1805 and was then ‘of Swaffham Prior in the County of 

Cambridge, Yeoman’. 

I liked the ‘Yeoman’ description for I come from very long lines of such 

people, with the occasional ‘Peasant’ thrown in, but Matthew and Sarah Witt 

seemed to have had a few intellectual genes to pass on, too, in that some of 

their children and grandchildren forswore farming and entered the 

professions. Their eldest surviving son, Charles Witt, M.R.C.P, M.R.C.S. 

(1797 - 1883), became a distinguished physician and surgeon, first in 

Northampton and later in London, and had a son, Tansley Witt, M.V.O, J.P. 

(1839 - 1915), who founded the accountancy firm of that name and was 

Auditor of the Privy Purse; the next son, James Maling Witt (1799 - 1870), 

was a farmer (at Denny Abbey, Waterbeach, as well as at Shadworth Farm, 

Swaffham Prior) and a barrister with a London home in Eccleston Square, 

and two of his sons, John George Witt, Q.C. (1836 - 1906) and Ernest Edwin 

Witt (1844 - 19 16) attended Eton College and became barristers (the latter 

later lived at The Hall, Swaffham Prior), while another son, the Revd. 
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Samuel Turner Witt, M.A., was ‘Coadjutor of London’; a fifth son of Matthew 

and Sarah Witt, George Witt, M.D. (1804 - 1869), elected a Fellow of the 

Royal Society in 1834, was also a distinguished physician and surgeon, first at 

Bedford (where he was made Mayor, again in 1834), and later in Sydney, New 

South Wales, where he was also involved in banking before returning to 

London a wealthy man; the three youngest sons, Matthew Witt (1806 - 1892), 

Edward Witt (1808 - 1869), and Samuel Witt (1810 - 1886), stayed with 

agriculture and were substantial farmers - in Suffolk and Cambridgeshire. 

No less than eleven of these Witts and spouses are commemorated in 

Swaffham Prior churchyard by a single large table-top tomb. If anyone else 

knows anything more about them I should be very happy to hear of it. 

If your readers are surprised by the information above, it is as nothing 

compared with my surprise at finding it!

Song of the Nightingale 

The ‘Song of Trico’ printed in the April issue of the Crier describes the 

nightingale’s song: ‘jug, jug, tereu’; and  this caused me to wonder yet again 

why people are so enthusiastic about the nightingale’s  song. Other poets, 

including T.S.Eliot who wrote in the ‘Waste Land’ that the nightingale sings 

‘jug, jug, to dirty ears’, are more realistic than Keats. My bird book, a 

thorough and scientific one, tells me that the nightingale’s call is ‘a soft 

chook, chook’. I have heard the nightingale (to my certain knowledge) only 

twice, and on both occasions I considered that its song was much more like 

that of a chirping chaffinch than the lovely liquid notes of a blackbird or 

thrush. 

 In classical legend the nightingale was once a girl called Philomela, who 

was cruelly abused by the wicked King Tereus who cut out her tongue. In 

recompense the gods turned her into a bird with a beautiful voice, who calls 

out in mockery the name of her abuser. In much early poetry the bird is 

called ‘Philomela’ and ‘tereu’ is part of her song. The song is heard in early 

summer: May and early June. When the migrating birds return to Britain, the 

males always come earlier than the females, and they sing to attract the 

females as they arrive. 

W.S. (good countryman as he was) noticed this point about the time when 

the nightingale is heard: in Sonnet 102 he wrote: 
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CHERNOBYL CHLDREN’S HOLIDAY 2002

From our Reporter at the Parish Council Meeting 

Perfectly honest impressions of the Parish Council 

Meeting held on 11 April 2002. 

On the radio recently I heard: ‘At the end of the day, to be 

perfectly honest, the full English breakfast is good for you’. 

Funny, I’d never thought of breakfast as an evening meal, nor 

fry-ups as healthy, and people who feel the need to proclaim 

their honesty really do worry me. Fortunately, PC members 

don’t, and that’s very reassuring. 

On my way from Lower End (or Underland) to the meeting, 

sometimes walking in the road to avoid overgrown hedges, I thought ‘It’s 

still light, much too nice to be indoors’. However, there were treats in store, 

and the members were in good humour, even without the joker on this 

occasion. Maybe, that’s why the new Code of Conduct was accepted without 

comment. Anyway, a grant application for some new playground equipment 

is now possible. 

Cllr. Fitch gave us lots of news — the BT Vision 100 Index mention for 

good work by local government, BVC’s balanced budget and the need for 

local parents to register new pupils while there are still places. The need for 

volunteers to help monitor the state of our rural footpaths — contact Alison 

Hodges at ECDC. A new B1102 footpath next year between S. Bulbeck and 

S. Prior. CCC cannot reduce the speed limit to 30 mph here like in S. 

Bulbeck and Burwell. Why not? (Should men with red flags precede all 

passing motor vehicles?) However, there will be interactive signs, a sort of 

outdoor computer game, I imagine. Reach Fair on 6th May will mean you 

have to walk there again, or drive via Peterborough. We could have an 

ECDC on-line access point here if a manned location could be found. Jubilee 

events can be viewed at ECDC on-line by those with internet access. (No BT 

Broadband access here though — much better than their Vision 100 Index 

commendation any day, if there were a choice, I say). 

There are problems along Whiteway Drove. Remember ‘See Venice 

before it’s too late’? Well, go to Upware now, because the road is threatened 

in several places. It starts in Station Road by the school where the ditch 

promises to engulf wayward vehicles. Further along, agricultural equipment 

hides under vegetation, lying in wait for unwary motorists leaving the 

tarmac. Later still, heaps of old metal equipment and rubbish herald much 

more behind, decorating a highway verge that’s becoming an unsavoury 

dumping ground, with old grass cuttings, etc. elsewhere, and rugger ball has 

been done about it!

International conservation is working well: the leader of this trip was 

Martin Gardener, from the Edinburgh Botanic gardens.  The scientific team 

there are helping to both identify a mystery fungus attacking trees and 

growing replacement specimens. 

My favourite plant was the Porcelain Orchid, glimmering gently on a 

stony, scrubby hillside.

    Unfortunately on Tuesday 2nd April, when many people got their Council 
Tax bills, Capita’s switchboard was broken and callers couldn’t get through.  
The problem was fixed by Wednesday, so I hope that none of you were 
severely inconvenienced.  We have asked Capita to ensure that they have 
back-up plans if similar circumstances occur.  On the subject of Council Tax, 
although East Cambs collects the Council Tax we only keep about 11 pence 
for every 1 pound that you pay.  Most of your Council Tax – 76 pence in 
every 1 pound – goes to the County Council, 10 pence in every pound to the 
Police and 3 pence in every pound to the Parish Council. 
   The pressures of homelessness in East Cambs are steadily increasing. So 
moving people out of temporary accommodation into a permanent home has 
slowed down dramatically from an average stay in the hostel of 11 weeks up 
to 14 weeks.  This has led to an increased use of bed and breakfast 
accommodation.  It also highlights the pressure to build more new social 
housing.  This year our housing association partners, with funding from East 
Cambs, have already completed 50 new homes and have more in the 
pipeline. 
   East Cambridgeshire kerbside recycling collection has broken the 2,000 
tonne barrier of materials collected, this is an increase of 300 tonnes (16.5%) 
on last year.  The biggest increase was in the last quarter up 101 tonnes 
(21%) on the previous quarter.  The large increase was due to the amount of 
glass and cardboard collected after the Christmas and New Year holiday 
period.  Just a reminder of the materials that are collected: Newspapers, 
Magazines, Junk Mail, Telephone Directories, Yellow Pages and Cardboard.  
Also collected are Cans and Glass, which need to be put into separate bags. 
     You will all have noticed that fly tipping is getting worse.  Please can I 
remind you that Cleanaway will collect any bulky household items.  Just 
‘phone 01353 863864, and you will be given a day for collection.  Or you 
can take items direct to a household recycling centre at Grunty Fen, Pools 
Road, Witchford, Ely; Milton, Butt Lane, Milton, Cambridge; or    
Newmarket, Depot Road, Newmarket.  If you see anyone fly tipping you 
should never approach the person, but if possible take the registration 
number and report it to the Council on 01353 616335. An officer will always 
investigate and look for evidence and take photographs before removing any 
evidence found.  If there is enough evidence, we report it directly to the 
Environmental Agency who have the powers to prosecute.  If you want to

County Council Notes, Mid-April 2002 

The other day I attended the launch of the OLDER PEOPLE’S 

ADVISORY GROUP at the Maltings in Ely. 

The movement aims at better government for older people. Those present, 

representing many groups of Cambridgeshire’s over 55 year olds were 

briefed on what is already available to help people towards older age and 

what we might hope for in the future, if all the lobbying groups are in any 

way successful on behalf of their causes. 

The County Council has already supported this month’s launch of the 

Cambridgeshire Older People’s Advisory Group (COPAG) which is 

making its views known far and wide. 

It is the hope of COPAG members that people who are coming to 

retirement and beyond will contribute their experiences and needs to the 

Group so that we achieve a better life for older folk as well as, for instance, 

children before and at school, ethnic minorities, those on low incomes, and 

women seeking better jobs which feature among our present priorities. 

In the group at my table we discussed such problems as more older— 

friendly bus services, possible age discrimination in A & E departments at 

hospitals, forced retirements at relatively early age, difficulty in obtaining 

foreign travel insurance for the over 70’s. The discussion ranged widely and 

it was a very interesting morning. The Chairman of COPAG said that a 

Guide for Older People is in preparation. In addition there are many 

separate leaflets on particular subjects, like tax advice, making wills, reduced 

cost bus travel (including half-fare bus prices from Park & Ride), help for 

carers and many others.

HOUSE PRICES IN CAMBRIDGESHIRE are still rising. The average 

price for a house in Cambridge is now £180,000. Outside Cambridge house 

prices in the county rose by about 10% in 2001. The Land Registry figures 

seem to point to an average price round here at the end of last year of 

£120,000. 

In previous years there have been some opportunities for people on lower 

incomes to buy houses in East Cambs. but these are reducing rapidly. In 

2001 just 7% of sales in East Cambs were for homes costing £60,000 or less. 

We need more affordable homes for part purchase as well as rent. The two
